Another 10 years of Hope, Peace, Love, and Joy   
 

"I will bless you ... and you will be a blessing." Genesis 12:2 (NIV)  

     

We should keep in mind the four principals of God's blessing as we enter the new 

decade. I am seeking ways that we can keep the four Sundays of Advent through 

Christmas alive for the entire year. It is a reality that the need for Hope, Peace, 

Joy and Love never ends, therefore the principles of the entire Christmas celebra-

tion should be alive with us 365 days a year. All the people of the world are in need 

of the Hope of Christ, the Peace that Jesus gives, the Joy that Jesus prayed for, 

and the Love of God that He gave through His son to the entire world for deliver-

ance. And we need Christmas every day of the year to help us share the Hope, Peace, 

Joy, and the Love Christ in a celebratory kind way with all people.  

      

The four principals of Godõs blessings are this. "I will bless you ... and you will be 
a blessing." Genesis 12:2 (NIV).  Surely we are blessed by God and there are 
times that those blessings come through many people; some are people of the Word 
and some are people that are not connected to any kind of religious family.  
 

1. Our blessings must flow out from us to others  

     The Bible teaches us that we are blessed not just so that we can feel good, 

or not just so we can be happy and comfortable, but that we will bless others. 

God told Abraham in Genesis 12, "I will bless you and you will be a blessing to 

others." This is the first law of blessing: it must flow outwardly.  What God has 

given to us is not for us to keep, at least not all of it; share the love.  

 

2. When we bless others, God takes care of our needs  

     God promises that if we will concentrate on blessing others, he'll take care of 

our needs. There is nothing that God won't do for people who really want to help 

people. In fact, God guarantees this blessing. In Luke 18:29, Jesus says, "I guaran-
tee this. Anyone who gives up anything for the kingdom of God will certainly re-
ceive many times more in this life and will receive eternal life in the next world 
to come."  As we share Godõs blessings with others -- especially the poor --  we are 

lending to the Lord. When we care about helping others, God assumes responsibility 

for our problems. And that's a real blessing, for he's much better at handling diffi-

culties than we are.  

 

3. Our blessings to others will come back to us  

     The more we bless other people, the more we help others, the more God blesses 

our life.

The 12 Days of Christmas Deciphered 

 

There is one Christmas Carol that has always 
baffled me. What in the world do leaping lords, 
French hens, swimming swans, and especially 
the partridge who won't come out of the pear tree 
have to do with Christmas? This week, I found 
out. 
            

From 1558 until 1829, Roman Catholics in England 
were not permitted to practice their faith openly.  
Someone during that era wrote this carol as a cate-
chism song for young Catholics.  It has two levels of 
meaning: the surface meaning plus a hidden meaning 
known only to members  
of their church. Each element in the carol has a code 
word for a religious reality which the children could re-
member.  
 
-The partridge in a pear tree was Jesus Christ.  
-Two turtle doves were the Old and New Testaments. 
-Three French hens stood for faith, hope and love. 
-The four calling birds were the four gospels of Mat-
thew, Mark, Luke & John.  
-The five golden rings recalled the Torah or Law, the 
first five books of the Old Testament.  
-The six geese a-laying stood for the six days of crea-
tion.  
-Seven swans a-swimming represented the sevenfold 
gifts of the Holy Spirit-- Prophesy, Serving, Teach-
ing,  Exhortation, Contribution, Leadership, and 
Mercy.  
-The eight maids a-milking were the eight beatitudes.  
-Nine ladies dancing were the nine fruits of the Holy 
Spirit--Love, Joy, Peace, Patience, Kindness, Good-
ness, Faithfulness, Gentleness, and Self Control.  
-The ten lords a-leaping were the ten commandments.  
-The eleven pipers piping stood for the eleven faithful 
disciples. 
-The twelve drummers drumming symbolized the 
twelve points of belief in the Apostles' Creed. 

 
So there is your history for today. This knowledge was 
shared with me and I found it interesting and enlighten-
ing and now I know how that strange song became a 
Christmas Carol.

Carrots, Eggs & Coffee

Women of the BibleéHuldah, The Prophetess

Huldah was a prophetess in the time of King Josiah (2 Kings 

22:14-20; 2 Chronicles 34:22-28).  She was the wife of 

Shallum, the keeper of the wardrobe.  This may have meant 

the kingôs wardrobe or the priestly vestments.  Other sources 

assign the job to Huldah herself.  She was one of only a few 

prophetesses in the Bible and the only one from the monarchi-

cal period. 

  

When the book of the law was found in the Temple, Josiah 

sent Hilkiah the priest and four others to Huldah to get a 

prophecy from the Lord.  Her response was in typical Deuter-

nomistic style: a word of judgment against Judah and assur-

ance that Josiah would be buried in peace, spared seeing the 

destruction of Jerusalem because of his own faithfulness.  

Huldahôs prophesy inspired Josiah to institute massive re-

forms (2 Kings 23), purging pagan worship, but the people 

quickly backslid after Josiahôs death.  Josiah died in the battle 

at Megiddo in 609 BCE honorably before the siege on the city 

twenty-two years later and the exile of the people into Baby-

lon and other parts of the Near East. 

 

Scholars are varied in their reasoning why Huldah and not 

Jeremiah or Zephaniah, more well known prophets of the day, 

was consulted.  Some speculate that the male prophets were 

away from Jerusalem at the time.  Rabbinic commentary 

(midrash), maintains that Josiah thought that a woman would 

be more compassionate and more likely to intercede with God 

on his behalf. 

 

According to Jewish tradition, Huldah had an academy or 

schoolhouse in Jerusalem.  She and Jeremiah were kinsfolk 

and divided prophetic functions between them, Jeremiah 

preaching to men and Huldah to women.  The rabbis call 

Shallum a godly and compassionate man, for which God re-

warded him by letting his wife become a prophetess.  The 

rabbis, however, refer to Huldah as ñarrogantò and thus her 

name (ñweaselò) is possibly descriptive. 

 

Huldah is not currently a common name, even in Jewish cir-

cles.  Huldah Magnus, widow of Melvin Magnus, well known 

attorney here in Bakersfield, and my mother were good friend 

when my brother, sister, and I were in elementary and Junior 

High schools.  The Magnus family home is at the area of 

Baker and Jefferson streets.  Mom and Huldah worked to-

gether in the Jefferson and Washington Schools PTAs for 

many years.  Huldah is still a faithful member of Temple Beth

-El.

The Unusual Powers of Music  

     There was a time when King Saul of the Bi-

ble, after disobeying God, lost his mind. He 

couldn't calm himself, he was bi -polar, and he 

couldn't sleep at night. Somebody eventually 

told him about a shepherd boy ( by this time, a 

young man) who was very talented in playing the harp, composing songs and singing. Saul sent for the 

young man, who I like to call David Shepherd -King, and the latter began to serenade King Saul at 

night. Davidõs performances had a medicinal and therapeutic effect, so at last the King was able to 

sleep. 

     Music has always had a powerful effect on the human psyche. Perhaps thatõs why God created it. 

Music calms the nerves, lifts the spirit, soothes the soul and invigorates the body. There have been 

many times when I didnõt feel like getting up in the morning. I basically had the attitude:  Oh, no! It 

canõt be time to get up again. Then I would start praying first, and then I would sing. 

     Since I gave my heart to Christ, I have generally considered Christian music as number one. But I 

like many kinds of other music and I have been able to use all of it successfully for different pur-

poses. I first felt the power of God through as college performance of Handelõs Messiah when I was 

an adolescent. Since that time I have come to enjoy and relate to many sacred works of the masters, 

like Ode to Joy (which we know as òJoyful, joyful we adore theeó), the Poulenc òGloriaó, Jesu, Joy of 

Manõs Desiring òChrist we do all adore theeó from the Seven Last Words,  any thing by the Mormon 

Tabernacle Choir, and many others.

Songs like 

òNobody knows the trouble I've seen,ó òI can tell the world,ó òRide on King Jesus,ó òJesus is the 

light,ó òPraise him,ó  òI want to be ready,ó ò I got shoes,ó and many others often get me clapping my 

hands and patting my feet. Thatõs what you want when you're reluctant to get out of bedñsomething 

to get your circulation going!  

     I really enjoy contemporary Christian music, largely because I like the accompaniment of all kinds 

of instruments. I can relate to pieces by Andre Crouch, Michael W. Smith, Darlene Szchech, Avalon, 

Integrity, the Maranatha Men, the Winans (older set), Rich Mullins, Amy Grant, Richard Smallwood, 

The Brooklyn Tabernacle Choir and many others. Speaking of instrumentation , I would like to see  a 
òPraise Bandó develop in our church this year. I know that in addition to Ila,  James, Edmona and me, 
Virginia plays the violin and the guitar, John and Doris play the guitar, Norma and Kristin play the 
cello, and I've been told that Nick plays the saxophone. Letõs get busyñwhy don't we?!  

     I have often played soft classical music when my students were doing seatwork. I mainly did it to 

soothe myself, but I also found it soothed them. One day I had the kids doing some work and I for-

got to turn the music on. One little boy raised his hand and said, òMrs. Isaacs, would you please play 

us some of your  sad music?ó I said to him, òOf course!ó  I said to myself, òBy any means necessary.ó

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About the Bible  

What does Twelfth Night commemorate? 
 

Twelfth Night is the evening before Epiphany or Twelfth Day which is a festival celebrated Janu-

ary 6  or the twelfth day after Christmas.  It was formerly a time of merrymaking and is supposed 

to commemorate the rejoicing attendant on the arrival of the wise men from the east at Bethlehem 

with gifts for the Christ child.  Some writers say that Twelfth Night commemorates the appearance 

of the Star of Bethlehem to the wise men.  At any rate, the festival traditionally symbolizes the 

manifestation of Christ to the Gentiles.  One of Shakespeare's greatest plays is entitled Twelfth 

Night.  It is generally believed that the dramatist first called this play What You Will, but changed 

the title when it was selected as the chief attraction at the Twelfth-Night revels and festivities at the 

court of King James I.  Epiphany is from a Greek root meaning "to show" and is applied to the 

Christian festival on the Twelfth Day because it traditionally commemorates the "showing" or 

"manifestation" of Christ to the Gentiles in the persons of the Magi.
