About the Bible  

How many words does the Bible contain?  

According to the best estimate available, the King 

James Version of the Bible contains 773,692 

words, of which 592,439 are in the Old Testa-

ment and 181,253 in the New Testament.  Compu-

tations of the exact number of words in the Bible 

vary considerably.  Apparently all of those who 

have undertaken to count the words in the Bible 

did not agree on just what constitutes a word in 

every particular case.  Although German generally 

contains more syllables than English, Lutherõs Ger-

man Bible contains approximately the same num-

ber of words as the King James Version.  Psalms, 
with 43,743 words, is the longest book in the Bi-

ble.  The shortest book in the Bible is III John, 
which only contains 299 words.  Luke, with 25,944 

words, is the longest book in the New Testament, 

while the shortest book in the Old Testament is 

Obadiah, with 670 words.  Of the some 181,253 

words in the New Testament, it is estimated that 

the number attributed to Jesus is about 36,450.

Heber the Kenite (Judges 4-5)

During the time of Deborah ruling as a judge of Israel, there was 
to be a huge battle with the enemy soldiers of Canaan under the 
leadership of King Hazor’s commander, Sisera.  Sisera was 
known to be a ferocious warrior with a huge army.  Deborah 
chose Barak to be her general, but even though she assured 
him that God had promised the Israelites victory, Barak would 
not go to war without Deborah present.  Eventually Deborah 
relented and the Israelites called out the Canaanites.   Deborah 
planned to meet them at the Wadi Kishon.  The furious battle 
went as God had said, and all the troops of Sisera fell by the 
sword.  However, Sisera escaped and ran away on foot. 
 
Sisera fled to Heber’s land and to the tent of Heber’s wife, Jael.  
Heber was the Midianite clan leader.  Sisera asked Jael for a 
drink of water, a common request for hospitality.  Instead, Jael 
gave him milk, an even more precious drink.  Sisera lay down to 
rest and asked Jael to guard the entrance to the tent, to keep 
him safe from anyone pursuing him.  However, when Sisera fell 
asleep, Jael took a tent peg and hammer and drove the tent peg 
through Sisera’s temple into the ground, and Sisera died.  On 
that day, Sisera was defeated at the hands of two women, Deb-
orah and Jael.   
 
When Barak arrived at Heber’s camp, Jael met him and took him 
to the body of his enemy Sisera.  This action of Jael’s causes 
some question because the Kenites were allies of the Canaan-
ites, not the Israelites.  However, there may have been some 
previous dealings with the Canaanites that caused the Midia-
nites to turn on them and favor the Israelites, at least in this 
instance. 
 
Jael means “a wild or mountain goat.”  The milk was kept in a 
skin bottle made of sewed goat or lamb skins with the hair side 
out and sealed so as to not leak.  These bottles were common in 
Biblical days to store and carry water, milk, wine, or other liq-
uids and there are numerous references to skin bottles in the 
scriptures. 
 
On the day of the defeat of Sisera by two women, the Canaanite 

oppression of the Israelites ended and the Israelites began the 

next stage of expansion into Canaan.

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FAITH VIGNETTE  
 

COGNITIVE THINKING MAY SAVE YOUR LIFE  

A few years ago I was completing a graduate program (my second one) and one of the professors, Professor Gray, introduced me 
to the concept and process of ñCognitive Thinking,ò which comparatively relates to the Scientific Method. For this reason, we could 
think of it as a science, but it is also an art. Professor Gray held us responsible for three hours of cognitive thinking per week for 
each 10-week period, accompanied by three hours of reading and three hours of writing, which made a total of 90 hours of activities 

for the term. 

When I first started to practice cognitive thinking (CT), I thought, ñThis is just one more thing we have to do to complicate life.ò But 
after I got the hang of itðI loved itðand ever since I have been trying to apply it to every area of my life. In the course, CT was to 
be used for trouble-shooting and problem-solving in the area of educational leadership. When you apply that process to a scenario, 
you need to come up with a number of solutions before you attack the problem directly; you also have to research the definitive 
answers and have them at hand before any questions are asked of another person. Thatôs kind of like detective work. Maybe thatôs 

why I like it. 

This kind of thinking can be applied at home, at school, in the church, temple or synagogue, in the business office, certainly at the 
police department, in the grocery store, etc. In fact, sometimes we can endanger our lives by not using CT, as in the case of a don-
key that was nearing the point of starvation. He had been wandering through a desert area for days without finding any grazing 
land. Just as he was at the point of giving up, beautiful fields of grass showed up on both sides of the road. The donkey stood still, 
paralyzed in wonderment, looking back and forth from one field to the other. Both sides looked very delicious, but he couldnôt decide 
where he wanted to eat first. While he was trying to make this decision, he collapsed and died. If the donkey had just used CT, he 
would have just gone to either one of the fields and started eating right away. After he had regained his strength, he could have 

decided later which field had the best tasting grass! 

When I was working with small groups of students who were low in reading, I had some twin boys (third and fourth grades) who 
were capable of bursting any learning bubble at willðand they delighted in doing so. When I first encountered them, I had them in 
separate groups; I didnôt realize what a blessing that was until I eventually got them in the same group. It became so bad that I se-
cretly began to call them the ñTwin Towers of Distraction.ò One day, I was teaching my heart out, and when I got to the crux of the 
lesson, one of these twins raised his hand. I thought to myself, ñOh no! What now?!ò  I said to the student, ñYes, Mr. Allen (not his 
real name).ò He said, ñHey teacher, do you know that I have twelve beds in my house?ò The learning train had been completely 
derailed for that session. And he knew thatðhe was counting on it. I wasnôt as immersed in CT at that time as I am now, and in any 
case, there is no ñinstantò version of it. But deep restraint and mother wit caused me to say, ñThank you, sir, for that bicentennial 

minute,ò and I continued with the lesson as best I could. Fortunately for me, the bell rang soon afterwards. 

 
Jesus practiced Cognitive Thinking all during his earthly ministry and taught others to do so. There are so many instances where 
people came to Jesus and asked him a question, and he turned around and answered them by asking another question. Iôm sure 
the questioners were not used to this technique, so they were often baffled and dumbfounded when Jesus did this. Perhaps my 
favorite episode of this occurred when some people (men) brought a woman to Jesus who had actually been caught committing 
adultery. Testing Jesus, the accusers wanted to know if the woman shouldnôt be put to death as dictated by Mosaic Law. The inter-
esting thing is that they only had it half right, since the law required that the man and woman both be put to death.  Amazingly, Je-
sus did not say a word! He just started writing on the ground. Theologians have come up with many theories about what Jesus was 
writing. Some people thought that he was writing a list of the names of the men in that particular crowd who had been with the 
woman. Some say he might have been writing dates and places where the various men had been with the woman. In any case, the 
men all rushed to get away from that place  as quickly as possible, starting with the oldest of them when they saw the writing. What-
ever it was, it was powerfulðso powerful that in a little while, only Jesus and the woman were left, and Jesus asked her, ñMadam, 
where are your accusers?ò Seeing that they were all gone, Jesus forgives the woman on the spot, telling her to go and sin no more. 
That is one of the best examples of eliciting Cognitive Thinking that I have ever seen. And just think, if we applied Dr. Gray's 3-step 

method to our Bible reading and studying, our spiritual lives would be greatly enhanced.
